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Having observed thousands
of children, I find that
children who have acquired
these skills are children
who are well liked and
ready to learn! Take a
moment to share these
skills with parents of young
children and if you have
children yourself, make sure
you give these gifts to them
too!

Families are so important to
young children and most
children are interested in
telling you all about their
families. Sometimes, you

will hear things you do not

want to know!
Important skills can be
taught with simple
questions about families:

If you have a sister, clap
your hands!
If you have a brother, touch
your forehead!
If you have a baby at your
house...
Blink your eyes!

Auditory processing,
Body parts and self control
are all covered as they do
not need to BLURT OUT but

can show you their answers
without saying a word!
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Try this technique when you

are ready to line up too:

If you are wearing stripes...
Then you may line up!
If you are wearing a
pocket...

Then you may line up!
If you have velcro on your
shoes...

Then you may line up!

If you have curly hair...
Then you may line up!

This also will intrigue each
student as they will be
watching themselves and
also others who are the
candidates to line up...of
course, you will have
children who help to remind
others when it is or is not
their turn too! Great for
Auditory and Visual
Discrimination!

Holidays and seasons are a
BIG part of the early
childhood classroom. We
can teach all sorts of
concepts when we introduce
these topics. Here is and
easy activity that
encourages the children to
watch the way the trees can
change...
